  look	
  great.	
  But	
  as	
  soon	
  as	
  harsh	
  times	
  come	
  the	
  plant	
  will	
  wither	
  away.	
  
The	
  one	
  who	
  trusts	
  in	
  God	
  however	
  is	
  like	
  a	
  tree	
  who	
  has	
  its	
  roots	
  firmly	
  
established.
