Thoughts on the Scriptures  

Doctrine Plus Character Part 1 – By Anton Bosch 

Christians have been confused by the fact that there are Christian ministers and 
teachers who, in spite of serious sin, continue to teach the word in a doctrinally 
correct way. We understand that none of us is perfect and that we all sin. What I am 
referring to here is ongoing sin which has not been repented of. This is often glossed 
over with terms such as “character flaws” or “weaknesses”. Often a vile temper is 
excused as “righteous anger”. Hatred, an unforgiving spirit, bitterness, strife etc. is 
often brushed aside by the claim to righteous zeal. A judgmental and critical attitude is 
justified under the term “discernment”. The fact remains that sin is sin and wrong can 
never be called right. 

Isaiah 5:20 “Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; Who put darkness for 
light, and light for darkness; Who put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!” 

The question then is how is it that such people can continue to preach right and live 
wrong? What does the Bible say about it, and can I continue to receive ministry from 
such men? 
First remember that apparent doctrinal correctness does not prove God’s blessing: 

• The Devil quoted Scripture when tempting Jesus. 
• On at least two occasions the Scriptures record that demons preached the 

truth (Luke 4:41, Acts 16:17). 
• Balaam four times prophesied the Word of God correctly and yet, because he 

was driven by greed, brought the people of Israel into idolatry and judgment 
(Numbers 22-24). 

• Solomon had a real gift of wisdom from the Lord and wrote three of the books 
of the Bible and yet in the end worshipped idols. 

• Jesus judged the church of Ephesus as being fallen (Revelation 2:5), not 
because they had the wrong doctrine, in fact, their doctrine was 100%, but 
because they had left their first love. They were not even guilty of a sin of 
commission, but simply one of omission! 

God does not excuse a life which does not back the teaching. Is this not the essence of 
hypocrisy? The right outside, but the wrong inside, appearing to be religious and yet 
denying the very essence of the message?
