Jesus in Proverbs By P] Stringfellow

The book of proverbs is a book that is not often read or preached. When it is,
often single verses are just cherry picked out to the users benefit. It is a book
that seems to just be a collection of random sayings, however it is a really
practical book that teaches about mans moral choses and demonstrates how to
live a Godly life. In saying that we must remember that the book is a book of
proverbs and not promises, the book must be understood in the context of
the Bible and for us in the context of Jesus’ complete work on the cross.
Through the book we see proverbs on wisdom (1-2), trusting God (3:1-12), faith
(3:5), folly (12:15-16), marriage (18:22) and the list goes on. Within each of
these aspects we see many practical teachings for us today and a fore image of
Jesus the perfect man.

* Proverbs 4:10-13 is about a faithful son listening to the instructions of
His father. In such a way Jesus was in perfect obedience to the will of His
father. John 12:49 For | have not spoken on My own authority; but the
Father who sent Me gave Me a command, what | should say and what |
should speak.

* Proverbs 17:17 teaches on friendship ‘A friend loveth at all times, and a
brother is born for adversity.” Jesus is a true a true friend and brother to
those that follow Him. As we sing in the old Hymn ‘Jesus what a friend of
sinners.’

* And Jesus the wisdom of God incarnate. Despite the wisdom of Solomon
and the other wise men whose saying contributed to Proverbs, Jesus
said of himself that He was wiser than Solomon (Matthew 12:42). He is
both the power of God and the wisdom of God (1 Corinthians 1:24).

As Hebrews 4 reminds us Jesus Christ is our high priest who can sympathise
with us in every way.
